For those who are not aware, the Monterra Communities consists of Monterra Ridge, Monterra Knolls 

and Monterra Hills, which spans from Tangerine Road to Naranja Drive. Our community, Monterra 

Ridge, built by New World, is now 10 years old. The first homeowners in Monterra Ridge settled in 

1999. 

There are 166 homes in Monterra Ridge, which spans from Potosi Point Drive south to Azmataz Road. 

Monterra Knolls spans from Quandry Drive to Silvertip Road; and, Monterra Hills spans from Wheeler 

Road to Naranja Drive. These are all separate communities with their own rules, regulations, Boards and

same as 2009 ($35 per month). Stratford Management, Waste Management and Chula Vista 

Landscaping remain the same for 2010, as well. 

There have been a total of 26 re-sales in this community the past three years (10 in 2007, 8 in 2008 and 8 

in 2009). That’s approximately a 5% turnover each year. I was not able to get data earlier than 2007. For 

the majority, there are many original homeowners since 1999. That is testament of what a great 

community we have here. 

I have been in this community for 4+ years now. My wife and I love it here! We have wonderful 

neighbors! We know of many people that also love it here as well. We have great schools, shopping, a 

hospital, a library and police station all within 3 miles. (Location – Location – Location)

For 2010, there was no increase in the HOA dues.   

For 2009, our revenues met budget and our expenses were $784 (1.3%) below budget. 

Our main concern is to keep an eye on expenses pertaining to waste collection and landscape services (trees along 

Monterra Vista Drive damaging sidewalk). 

As you may or may not know, your monthly dues go towards services such as:  property management, weekly 

trash & recycling collection, and landscape services.   

Your dues can be paid monthly, quarterly, or entirely in one lump sum.  By paying on time, we reduce expenses 

incurred for sending late fee notices.

1. Pay early. 

2. Pay via bank direct debit. 

3. Pay via credit card. 

4. Pay quarterly amounts. 

5. Pay quarterly amounts. 

6. Pay the entire amount in full. 

7. Have 12 stamped & addressed envelopes with checks written.
